RAF Germany is part of the UK Military force and is part of NATQ: it
would come under NATO's opergtiongl command and control of the 2nd
Allied Tactical Alr Force in time of war.

The strength of Royal Alr Forece Germesny as for the totel personnel in
Germany is about 7000.

RAF Germany has two main tasks: ;

A to cars that the sky will stay clear : to avoid & Russisn invasion
from "above", The word “sky" implies in this csse: the sky over the
Northern half of the Federasl Republic of Germsny and the access to
Berlin in the thres air corridors, which task it fulfils with the
USAF zand the FAF.
